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WEEKLY REPORT (15.11.2006)

Last week, after the regular meeting on Wednesday, the group had an official meeting to determine the steps for the design stage. A discussion is performed about the task distribution. The main tasks of the project can be listed as editor module, compiler module, simulator module, debugger module and download/upload module. The simulator module can further be divided into simulation of the PIC and the simulation of the peripherals on the board. Each group member is assigned research for one of these tasks. 
Gulhan Serhat is responsible for editor module and the peripherals on the board. She will investigate several existing open-source editors built with Java and will make a meeting the course assistant about the documents related to the peripherals.
Emre Kultursay is assigned the tasks of simulation of the internal logic of the microcontroller. He is going to study the open-source PIC programmer software available on the Internet to have an idea of the download/upload module operation.

Ozgur Cakmak is responsible for compiler module. He will conduct research on designing a suitable language parser for our MACRO extensions and assembly language.
Mahmut Aktasoglu is given the task of conducting research on the debugger module. He will examine open-source debuggers and analyze the internal architecture of an embedded system debugger. He will be also responsible for finding suitable tools that will be used for modeling such as Borland Together, Rational Rose.

The group has made a consensus on the group’s weekly meeting schedule. In order to optimize the research process and combine the results efficiently, periodic meetings such as three times a week with interleaving are decided.
