MASTER COMPUTER APPLICATON USER MANUAL
1. HOW TO INSTALL and RUN DATABASE SERVER
Download mySQL from http://www.mysql.com/downloads/index.html

Install it by the help of tutorial on http://dev.mysql.com/doc/mysql/en/installing.html

Run the database server. Create a user with name “root”, a password “1958” and a database “Warden”. Database server must be run while the application is running.
2. HOW TO INSTALL and RUN FTP SERVER
Download freeFTPd from http://freeftpd.com/?ctt=download
Install it by double clicking Setup.exe. Create a user with name “Troy”, a password “Troy” and a home directory “C:\Program Files\WARDEN\Permission”  
3. HOW TO INSTALL and RUN THE APPLICATION

Double click the SETUP.EXE.

Press I Agree button, then choose the folder where you want the application extract. A shortcut will disappear on the desktop and on Start menu. After installing the Database and Ftp server, double click the Warden shortcut. The program will start. 
4. HOW TO USE

4.1. Log Tab

You can open LOG tab, by clicking the LOG text which is the above of the panel. You will see all log operations after opening the LOG tab.

4.2. User Tab

You can open USER tab, by clicking the USER text which is the above of the panel. You will see all user operations after opening the USER tab.

4.3 Door Tab

You can open DOOR tab, by clicking the DOOR text which is the above of the panel. You will see all door operations after opening the DOOR tab.

4.4. Group Tab

You can open GROUP tab, by clicking the GROUP text which is the above of the panel. You will see all group operations after opening the GROUP tab.

4.5. Status Tab

You can open STATUS tab, by clicking the STATUS text which is the above of the panel. You will see all status operations after opening the STATUS tab.

4.6. System Tab

You can open SYSTEM tab, by clicking the SYSTEM text which is the above of the panel. You will see all system operations after opening the SYSTEM tab.

4.7. Statistics Tab

You can open STATISTICS tab, by clicking the STATISTICS  text which is the above of the panel. You will see all statistic operations after opening the STATISTICS tab.

4.8. About Tab
You can open ABOUT tab, by clicking the ABOUT text which is the above of the panel. After opening the ABOUT tab, you will see a HELP button that enables you open this help file. 

4.9. Viewing Logs

You can see current logs which are coming from doors at the current time on a table. You will see this table after opening the Log Tab. (4.1.)
When you see the log table, but no logs are seen in the table. Then there are no operations at the doors. Although there are enter or exit operations at the doors, but still no logs are coming to table, then there can be a connection problem with the doors. To see it open STATUS tab. (4.5.)
If you want to see previous logs, then press VIEW RECORDS button, you will see a panel that is for querying old records. In this query you have to fill the FROM and TO text fields. Write these fields the time interval that you want to query. After entering the values and pressing VIEW button you will see all the records between this interval in the table below the panel.

4.10. Backing Up the Logs

You can back up the records when you can think the master computer has not enough space for them. To back up you have to open Log tab. (4.1.) When you press the BACK UP button a back up file is created with the name you specified. Then the application deletes the records older than 6 mouths as you back up them.
4.11. Viewing Doors

You can see the doors information which are stored in the database in a table. To see this table , open DOOR Tab. (4.2.)
4.12. Adding New Door

After opening DOOR tab (4.2.) , you can add a new door by pressing ADD NEW DOOR button.When you press the button, you will see a panel to make you enable to enter information about door. You can give any names to doors, but Door IP is the IP of the main board in doors.

4.13. Editing a Door

To edit a door, first open DOOR tab (4.2.), then select the door which’s information you want to change. You can select the door clicking on it in the doors table. The line of the door will go navy blue, after you click on it. Then press EDIT button, you will see a panel similar to the add new door panel. You can edit the information of the door.

4.14. Deleting a Door 
To delete a door, first open DOOR tab (4.2.), then select the door which you want to delete. You can select the door clicking on it in the doors table. The line of the door will go navy blue, after you click on it. Then press REMOVE button, you will see the door you selected will disappear.
4.15. Updating Pemissions

When you have changed the permissions of users or groups, you have to inform doors about new permissions. To do this open the DOOR tab (4.2.), and press UPDATE PERMISSIONS button. 

4.16. Viewing Users

You can see the users information which are stored in the database in a table. To see this table , open USER Tab. (4.3.)
4.17. Searching Users
To search a user or a user list, you will use the text fields in the USER tab. (4.3.) You can search users after entering some restrictions in these fields. If you have no restrictions leave the field blank. After you press the SEARCH button, all users with the restrictions you specified will list in the users table. 
4.18. Adding New User

You can add a new user by pressing ADD NEW button in the USER tab. (4.3.) When you press the button, you will see a panel to make you enable to enter information about user, such as Name, Surname, User ID, Card ID, DOORS and GROUPS. GROUPS are for the groups that user are in and DOORS are for the doors that user have permission to enter.
4.19. Editing User

To edit a user, first open USER tab (4.3.), then select the user which’s information you want to change. You can select the user clicking on it in the users table. The line of the user will go navy blue, after you click on it. Then press EDIT button, you will see a panel similar to the add new user panel. You can edit the information of the user.

4.20. Deleting User

To delete a user, first open USER tab (4.3.), then select the user which you want to delete. You can select the user clicking on it in the users table. The line of the user will go navy blue, after you click on it. Then press REMOVE button, you will see the user you selected will disappear.

4.21. Adding New Group

You can add a new group by pressing ADD NEW GROUP button in the GROUP tab. (4.4.) When you press the button, you will see a panel to make you enable to enter information about group, such as Name and DOORS. DOORS are for the doors that group have permission to enter.
4.22. Editing Group

To edit a group, first open GROUP tab (4.4.), then select the group which’s information you want to change. You can select the group clicking on it in the groups table. The line of the group will go navy blue, after you click on it. Then press EDIT button, you will see a panel similar to the add new group panel. You can edit the information of the group.

4.23 Deleting Group

To delete a group, first GROUP tab (4.4.), then select the group which you want to delete. You can select the group clicking on it in the groups table. The line of the group will go navy blue, after you click on it. Then press REMOVE button, you will see the group you selected will disappear.

4.24. Select All

If you want to select all the check boxes in a table, you can check SELECT ALL check box instead of checking every box in the table.
4.25. Deselect All

If you want to select all the check boxes in a table, you can check DESELECT ALL check box instead of checking every box in the table.

4.26. Viewing Connections
After opening STATUS tab (4.5.), you will see the connections table. In the table, there are door names. If the check box of the door is checked, it means that there is no problem in the connections with that door. If it is not checked, that means that the connection is never established or broke.
4.27. Locking All Doors
You are able to lock all doors to everyone, as you need in holidays. This option is avaiable in the SYSTEM tab. (4.6.) You can do this by pressing the ENABLE button in the HOLIDAY MANAGEMENT label. After pressing the button, you can restore the system by pressing the DISABLE button.
4.28. Unlocking All Doors

You are able to unlock all doors to everyone, as you need in emergency cases. This option is avaiable in the SYSTEM tab. (4.6.) You can do this by pressing the ENABLE button in the EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT label. After pressing the button, you can restore the system by pressing the DISABLE button.

4.29. Statistics

By STATISTICS tab (4.7.), you can see the pie chart view of the usage of doors according to records for a specific day by DAILY button, for a specific month by MONTHLY button and for a specific year by YEARLY button. After pressing any of these you can see a new panel that you can specify the date, display the pie chart by DISPLAY button and save it in JPG format by SAVE button.
