Weekly Report

This week we emphasized on the requirements for the initial design report that will be delivered on next week. We decided to define the classes and the functions that will be used in that classes first. When we started to think about design we realized that some changes are needed in the use cases that we defined in our Requirement Analysis report. For example we have added enter course book attribute to the managing group class class and decided to restrict the usage of create and edit functionalities of the managing group to one person who is the head of managing group.  
The other thing we have worked on this week is designing the interfaces of our program.  For doing that we examined the programs that we told about in our Reqirement Analysis report.  Although that programs are not doing the same job that we want to do, we get to have some ideas for our project. We practically designed managing groups and teacher userfaces. We organized the alarm system which is a crucial point of our project and defined 3 different alarm systems. 

The work which we have done this week is closely related with the work of next week. Next week, we will prepare the initial design report, and a very important part of this project is the classes. Even if they are tentative, preparing the class definitons of a project is a very important step for concretizing the ideas. In this important part of the inital design report, this week’s work will help us a lot. By designing the interfaces, we have also defined most of the functions that our project will have. In addition to that, we have defined these functions in categories (for example, by designing the interfaces, we now know that course plan preparation is a function of our project and teachers will be able to use it). These means that we know the functions (class methods) and where they belong to (to classes). This will help us a lot during the class definiton part of the design report, which is in other words, designing the skeleton of our project.
